	Previous Knowledge Required
	Essential that the Battle of Jutland should not have been studied BEFORE this lesson.


	Learning Objectives
	How useful and reliable are Duchess Millicent’s memoirs to an historian?


	Resources Needed
	Duchess Millicent and Winston Churchill


	Method
	· Students are given the typed memoirs of Duchess Millicent.
· After reading they draw 3 columns on A3, landscape. 

· They extract from it what Winston Churchill said about the Battle of Jutland.

· They put these in bullet form in the left hand column.

· When this is complete, class feeds back to make sure all points have been extracted.

·  Now they will test these assertions.

· Pupils will need several texts or access to the internet to do this.

· Is what Churchill says accurate?

· Students must find evidence that either backs up or refutes Churchill’s assertions and write it in the second column.

· In the third column they must write why they think Churchill is correct or incorrect using their History skills of analysing sources for utility and reliability.

· Overall how useful and reliable is the evidence?
