	Healthy Newcastle!


	Context
	This lesson could form part of a study on public health in 19th century towns. Of course it could also be used as part of a local study.


	Previous Knowledge Required
	It would be useful to have studied the conditions of towns to have a background in the circumstances a lot of workers had to live in the nineteenth century.
HoHowever this could also be an introductory lesson, from which a longer study of public health nationally could naturally follow.

	To work out a cause, when we have the consequence.

	Method
	Pupils are given copies of the Newcastle Bye-Laws, 1859 document.
Handily this is already in numbered paragraphs.

Each Bye-law seems to be a solution to a problem.

Pupils have to work out what problem caused the proposed solution in each paragraph.

The paragraphs could be split between groups.

Feedback of problems.

· What image does this create of housing in Newcastle before 1859?

· How can this image be tested?

· What other evidence can be found to support this image?

· How did Newcastle in Staffordshire compare to other towns in Britain?
