	What can we learn about the life of RAF servicemen from Nathan Crawford’s letters?


	Level
	Key Stage 3

	Context
	This lesson idea could be used as part of a KS3 scheme on the Second World War or in a thematic scheme on conflict.


	Previous Knowledge Required
	It would perhaps be a good idea to have done background lessons on WWII. Although this could be a starting focus which could then lead to ‘bigger picture’ topic.


	Learning Objectives
	· Students will be able to select appropriate information from text.
· Some students will be able to detect inference in the text.



	Resources Needed
	Duchess Millicent & Nathan Crawford's Letters, 8th April 1944.


	Method
	· Students, in pairs, given copies of Nathan’s letter and highlighter pens.
· Students asked to highlight what they can learn about what life was like for RAF servicemen.

· Students may need to be reminded about looking for inference in the things Nathan writes. 

· Feedback from pairs.

· Teacher writes on the board information found.

· Teacher poses the question, how useful is this source?

· Students suggest ways in which they could find out more about life in the RAF in WWII.

· Students produce a research plan.
