	Method
	Pupils in groups are given one of the pages from the account book.
· They make a information sheet ( A3 with a picture of a 1900 car in the middle) from the accounts. 
· Class share their findings and produce a class information sheet.

· Pupils are told that Top Gear is going to make a programme about the Duke of Sutherland as an early motoring enthusiast

· Pupils are researchers for a section on this for the programme.

· Pupils have to produce their research proposal for the producer of Top Gear.
