	First World War Nurses Role Play


	Context
	Can be used in a study of the First World War. This would make an interesting foil to a study of life for the men in the trenches. 


	Previous Knowledge Required
	It is not altogether necessary to have studied the causes and events of WWI, however if this is a lesson in part of a scheme of work then it would make sense for this idea to follow a study of life in the trenches.


	Learning Objectives
	What was life as a nurse in the First World War like?
Using primary evidence to create a role play.

	Resources Needed
	There are seven different documents that can be used in this study. They can be found in Duchess Millicent’s First World War collection.


	Method
	In pairs or groups students are given various of the Duchess Millicent war documents.
· They make notes on what they find from each document about the life of a nurse in the first world war.

· Pairs/ groups write a role play.

· One of the group/ pair assumes the role of interviewer and the other/ rest a nurse being interviewed.
· They act out their role play for the rest of the class. (This could be filmed and simple costumes made etc)

· Pupils write a report for the British Government on the conditions in which nurses are living and working in.
